Presidents Report 
 

On March 22, I attended a roundtable discussion @ Wilmot Township Hall. I was 

invited by Mayor Wayne Roth to represent our members on the issue of a proposed 

200 meter buffer around developments to restrict hunting. This meeting was 

attended by 15 people including reps from local hunting clubs, Joel Pegg from the 

MNR. Tony Jackson from OFAH , Sgt. Don Scott from Regional Police.  

     The MNR feels there are adequate laws in effect to ensure hunters are made 

responsible, any local bylaws would not carry the same weight that current laws 

carry and would only complicate jurisdications. Sgt Don Scott says there are no 

concerns from Police in regards to careless firearm use and Tony Jackson reminded 

the Mayor and councilors that case should not be presented if there is no history to 

back it up. He also reminded the politicians that our hunting and fishing is protected 

by the ñHeritage Hunting and Fishing Actò The citizens should be reminded that 

they have the ability to contact the MNR and OPP with concerns if they believe they 

are witnessing unsafe hunting practices.  

     Barb, the Clerk for Wilmot Township commented that she did not realize how 

passionate hunters were of their sport. In conclusion Mayor Wayne Roth resolved 

that no changes to the current Bylaws would be recommended. 

     On March 25
th
 I attended a Public Information session at The Region  Waterloo 

Headquarters regarding Wellhead Protection. As a result of the Walkerton water 

inquiry, the Clean Water Act was passed by the Ontario Government in 2006. Due to 

the fact that our property falls within the Wellhead Protection Area we will likely

become more involved in this issue in the future. The Region has been undertaking 

technical studies of the groundwater and surface water to create maps to identify 

vulnerable areas. The results of these studies will form the basis for developing 

policies in the Source Water Protection Plan.  

     We will be asked to assess how our activities impact the ground water table. 

Some examples are:  

- Applications of fertilizers/pesticides 

- Use of salt and storage of 

- Storage and handling of fuels and chemicals 

- Operation of septic systems 

There are grants available to help with any of these issues if necessary and I will 

keep you informed of this process as it develops. 

     On Saturday March 27
th
 I attended a meeting with the German Club Presidents 

and the President of KW Oktoberfest Paul Buttinger to discuss the urgent situation 

facing KW Oktoberfest. KWO is undertaking major budget cuts and adjustments to 

try and bring the books back in the black. The have asked the Festhalls and all other 

partners of the festival to work with them to come to a solution. We collectively 

promised to work with KWO to enact some new initiatives to ensure the festival 

remains vital. We all realized that we need to work as a team to ensure this happens.  

     The committee is in the process of producing detailed job descriptions to be used 

in the future for new Board members to get up to speed easier. These will be kept on 

record with the Vice President and can also be used when recruiting for replacement 

board members. 

     At this time I once again remind members that Memberships are due by March 

31. At this time approximately 1/3 of our members have not yet paid their dues! If 

you are one of these members, could you kindly remit payment ASAP to the address 

shown in this bulletin to ensure your rights as a member and bulletin privileges are 

not jeopardized.
